LEAF AND LIMB PICK UP ORDINANCE
In accordance with the City’s published Solid Waste Ordinance, Chapter 42, Section 24, Leaf and Limb Service. The following provides more detailed information to that given in the ordinance:
1. Yard waste is picked up weekly on a ward by ward basis. 
· Monday – Wards 2 and 3
· Tuesday – Ward 5
· Wednesday – Ward 1
· Thursday – Ward 4
Please refer to the map below to determine the ward you are in.

Also, please be aware that, following a storm, there may be delays in picking up your yard waste. We will get to your house as time and schedule permit.

2. ONLY yard waste (Leaves and tree limbs) will be picked up. No “processed” wood products, for example pallets, wood ties; furniture, etc. will be picked up. All material must be placed near the edge of the road without obstructing the road or sidewalk.

3. The Street Department does NOT pick up yard waste created by a commercial business. It is the responsibility of any business to remove waste they have created.

4. Leaves must be placed in brown paper bio-degradable bags. Any waste in plastic bags will NOT be picked up.

5. Limbs must be of a manageable length, roughly eight-feet to ten-feet (8FT to 10FT) long maximum.
6. Please have your yard waste at the curb or edge or road by 9:00 AM on the day of pick up.
